Please consider students who have benefited from the following programs: Title I, Part A (Improving Basic Programs); Title I, Part C (Migrant); Title I, Part D (Neglected or Delinquent); Title II (Teacher and Principal Training and Recruiting Fund); Title III (Language Instruction for LEP and Immigrant Students); Title IV (Safe and Drug Free Schools); Title V (Innovative Programs); Title VI, Part B (Rural and Low Income School Program); and Title X, Part C (McKinney/Vento, Homeless Education Program).

Who are the Distinguished Federal Education Program Graduates?
Distinguished Federal Education Program Graduates are high school/college graduates who have participated in one or more of the programs listed above during their K-12 schooling.  These distinguished graduates are those who have made significant educational achievements as a result of having participated in the programs mentioned above.  They are now contributing to their communities, and may be considered role models for other students.

How will distinguished graduates be selected?

A committee will review all nominations and select three persons as distinguished federal education program graduates from Virginia to be recognized at the VAFEPA Institute, October 20-22, 2004.  

What is expected of the Distinguished Federal Education Program Graduates at the VAFEPA Institute?

These graduates will be honored at the Recognition Luncheon on Thursday, October 21, 2004, at The Hotel Roanoke and Conference Center.  The distinguished graduates will be seated on the dais for the luncheon meal and will be presented recognition certificates.  Additionally, in brief remarks (approximately 3 minutes), the graduates will describe to institute attendees the difference the program has made in their lives.
