Requirements and Provisions

The Division of Assessment and Reporting is seeking nominations for membership on the 2006 Standard Setting Committees for grades 3 through 8 Reading, grades 5 and 8 Writing, and grades 3 through 8 Mathematics.  Approximately 20 educators will be selected to serve on the various committees. 

The purpose of the standard setting committees is to make recommendations regarding the score for each test that should be required for students to be considered proficient or advanced in the content area test.  The recommendations of the standard setting committees will be provided to the Board of Education that will make a final decision for cut scores that are equivalent to pass proficient and pass advanced. 

Content committee members are required to:

· participate in a scheduled 2- or 3-day committee meeting during March 29-May 12, 2006, in Richmond (refer to page 3 of the application packet);

· sign a Non-Disclosure/Conflict of Interest Agreement; and

· examine a test form and make recommendations regarding the cut score that students must attain.

Content committee members will be provided the following:

· reimbursement for meals and travel expenses in accordance with state travel policy and guidelines;

· lodging; and

· certificate for recertification points.


Standard Setting Committee Members

Selection Criteria
To be considered for membership on the 2006 Standard Setting Committee for 

grades 3 through 8 Reading, grades 5 and 8 Writing, and grades 3 through 8 Mathematics, all applications must be received at the Virginia Department of Education by February 10, 2006.

Committee members will be selected based on the following criteria:

· expertise and instructional/supervisory experience in a specific content/grade- level;

· instructional/supervisory experiences with students who have disabilities and students with limited English proficiency; and

· balanced regional representation.

The application review team may conduct a telephone interview with the applicant and one or both of the Professional References identified in the application.  Using the criteria above in comparison to information reviewed, the most qualified educators will be selected for committee membership.  All applicants will not necessarily be selected.
