Project Graduation Summer Regional Academy Grant Application

Part I.  
General Information

Purpose:
Partnerships of school divisions or individual school divisions within a region will provide remedial instruction for rising seniors (class of 2007) and rising juniors (class of 2008) who have not earned verified credits in English: Reading, English: Writing, and/or Algebra I.  Proposals that include remediation for students in history, science, and Geometry will also be considered.  To provide additional assistance to students with disabilities who are pursuing Modified Standard diplomas, Summer Academy proposals that include remediation for students who need to meet the literacy and numeracy requirements of that diploma will be considered as well.   

Target 

Audience: 
Rising high school seniors scheduled to graduate in spring 2007, and rising high school juniors scheduled to graduate in spring 2008, who have passed the required Standards of Learning course but not passed the associated end-of-course (EOC) assessment in English: Reading, English: Writing, Algebra I.  Additionally, students who need to earn verified credits in history, science, and/or Geometry will be considered for participation.  Special consideration should be given to students in subgroups whose graduation rate falls below that of the subgroup with the highest graduation rate.  School divisions and regions should review their graduation data to justify a focus on particular subgroups.  Special education students pursuing Modified Standard diplomas who still must complete literacy and numeracy requirements are also eligible to attend.  Please note that students who complete a Modified Standard diploma can continue their enrollment in school, as the Modified Standard diploma is not a terminal diploma.   

Funding:
Each Superintendents’ Regional Study Group is eligible to receive up to $85,000 to offer a Summer Academy to rising seniors (class of 2007) and rising juniors (class of 2008) needing those same verified credits.  The standard model is for one school division to act as the fiscal agent for each grant; however, several sites within the region may serve students.  In addition, more than one grant application from a region will be accepted.  Individual school divisions are eligible to apply, although each division may participate in only one grant application per region.  A region with very high population density may be eligible for additional funding based on the 2005 summer regional academy enrollments and the number of divisions participating from that region.  The funds are disbursed on a cost reimbursement basis.  Grant funds to conduct a Summer Academy may not exceed $650 per student without justification and prior approval. 
Possible uses of the funds include, but are not limited to:

· teacher salaries/stipends;

· student and teacher incentives;

· student support (e.g., transportation, snack expenses); 

· instructional resources, including software; and

· WorkKeys KeyTrain Tutorial and WorkKeys test administration.

Part II:
Proposal Requirements


Applicants:
Grant proposals will be accepted from partnerships of school divisions or individual school divisions within a Superintendents’ Regional Study Group.  Proposals must address the plan for the regional or individual school division academies.   All school divisions within a region do not have to participate for a region to receive grant funding.  The attached Letter of Intent to Submit form (Appendix A) that identifies the school division(s) interested in applying for a regional grant (or grants) must be completed and returned by March 31, 2006.   The total per region should not exceed $85,000 unless there has been prior discussion and approval by the Virginia Department of Education.

Components:
The proposal must have a focus on student instruction based on diagnostic instruments and previous assessment results for each student.  Data from previous academies should be used to identify effective strategies and practices.  The intent is for students to pass the state EOC English: Reading, English: Writing, Algebra I, history, science and/or Geometry Standards of Learning assessment.  

The proposal shall be limited to ten pages of narrative and include:

· plan for delivering small group instruction;

· identification of the structure to accommodate all students:

· after school;

· night school;

· Saturday school; and

· other.

· identification of  instructional methodology;

· computer-based;

· teacher-directed;

· combination of computer and teacher; and

· other innovative techniques.

· number of hours of instruction that will be provided;

· diagnostic instruments that will be used;

· an evaluation plan that includes previous and present assessment scores;

· transportation plan, if necessary;

· incorporation of academy requirements listed in Part III;

· criteria for teacher selection; 

· identification of and contact information for the project coordinator and fiscal agent (school division) if conducted regionally.
