           *Session 1: Administration and Scoring of the “Concept of Word” Task 

“Concept of Word” is one of the most important, yet misunderstood components of early literacy.  It is also the PALS task most frequently administered and scored incorrectly.  In this session, participants will learn how to correctly assess and monitor “Concept of Word” development using PALS-K, PALS 1-3, and PALS Quick Checks.

A student's “Concept of Word” can be measured along a continuum that includes developing, rudimentary, and firm levels of 
development.
