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What?
The National Board for Professional Teaching Standards (NBPTS) received a grant from the United States Department of Education to provide partial financial support through the Candidate Subsidy Program for individuals interested in seeking National Board Certification.  Funding will be used to provide as many $1,250 federal subsidy grants as possible.  Grants are contingent upon available funding.
Candidate’s Fee Responsibility:

· If selected for a $1,250 grant, the recipient must apply online for certification directly to the NBPTS ($65 application fee) and make an initial payment of $500 by September 30, 2011.  The recipient must pay the remaining $750 directly to the NBPTS by January 31, 2012.

· Held a valid state license that must have been unencumbered (e.g., not suspended or revoked) during the three years of employment verified by the applicant; 

· Possess a valid five-year Virginia teaching license; and 

· Be employed as a teacher or school counselor in a Virginia public school for the 2011-2012 school year.  

When?
The grant application deadline is Tuesday, August 30, 2011.  Applications should be submitted to the Virginia Department of Education as soon as possible but must be received no later than Tuesday, August 30, 2011.
How?
Complete Part Two of the 2011 Subsidy Grant Application.

Selection Criteria: 
Individuals must meet the eligibility prerequisites.  If the number of requests for subsidy grants exceeds the funds available, priority will be given to eligible grant applicants who are employed in hard-to-staff schools.
