Participation in the International Space Olympics

The Virginia Department of Education and the Education Department of Korolev, Russia, announce the 2012 Russian International Space Olympics.  A Virginia team has participated in this competition since 1999.  The Space Olympics provide an opportunity for as many as five Virginia public school students who will be juniors or seniors during the 2012-2013 school year to participate in the International Space Olympics in the Moscow Region and its suburb of Korolev during October 2012.  Students will compete in the Olympics by giving oral presentations of their original research on the topic of space exploration and by participating in selected tests in physics, mathematics, computer science, and/or literature.  Highlights of the visit will include the opportunity to talk to scientists and cosmonauts and to interact with students from Russia as well as other countries.  Students will also participate in a variety of cultural activities.

Students who are selected to participate will be provided with airfare, travel insurance, room, board, and entrance fees to cultural events while in Russia.  Students will be expected to pay costs associated with attending one orientation session in Richmond on Saturday, September 22, prior to departure for the Space Olympics.  They also will pay the cost of passports and visas and ground transportation to the airport from their homes, and provide their own discretionary spending money.  Students must attend the Saturday, September 22, 2012, orientation session with a parent or guardian prior to departure.
The opportunity to participate will be competitive based on a student’s research project, grades/courses taken, and answers to questions in the application package.  Upon acceptance into the program, the participating student and parents may be required to complete additional authorization forms.  The student-produced research project should be on the topic of space exploration.  The following areas of current NASA research may be useful in choosing a topic: 

Human Exploration and Development of Space;

Earth Science;

Planetary and Space Science; and

Transportation Needs in Space.

Final screening of the proposals will be provided by an expert panel comprised of scientists, as well as mathematics and science educators under the auspices of the Virginia Department of Education and the Science Museum of Virginia. (1) student’s name;

(4) the quality of the student’s work in mathematics or science;

(5) an assessment of the student’s oral presentation skills;

(6) the following qualities of the student: initiative, intellectual curiosity, ability to get along with peers, ability to get along with teachers/adults, ability to function as a team player, ability to function in a foreign and unfamiliar environment for an extended period; and

(7) signature of the recommending teacher.

Research Project for International Space Olympics Applicants

The research project and student presentation of the project are an important part of the International Space Olympics. The topic identified for research is space exploration.  To assist applicants in considering topics, the broad NASA research areas are presented.  However, the applicant may use research data from any viable source.  These four research areas are:

· Human Exploration and Development of Space;

· Earth Science;

· Planetary and Space Science; and

· Transportation Needs in Space.

Research should reflect the scientific investigation process that is a part of the 2010 Science Standards of Learning (ES.1, ES.2, BIO.1, PH.1, PH.2), which includes:

· develop a question;

· form a hypothesis;

· recognize that evidence is required to evaluate hypotheses and explanations;

· use technologies, including computers, to collect, analyze, and report data to demonstrate concepts and simulate experimental conditions;

· construct and defend a scientific viewpoint;

· explain that observation and logic are essential for reaching a conclusion; and

· interpolate, extrapolate, and analyze trends to make predictions.

The research process of the 2010 English Standards of Learning (11.8) should also be used. This process includes:

· critically evaluate quality, accuracy, and validity of information;

· synthesize and present information in a logical sequence;

· cite sources for both quoted and paraphrased ideas using a standard method of documentation, such as that of the Modern Language Association (MLA) or the American Psychological Association (APA); and
· edit writing for grammatically correct use of language, spelling, punctuation, and capitalization, and sentence/paragraph structure.
The research project should be explained in a paper that should be a maximum of ten pages in length, single-spaced, using 12-point font, and one-inch margins.
