Welcome and Introductions
· [bookmark: _gjdgxs]George Fohl called the meeting to order, and requested for agenda approval. 
· Members approved the agenda, the approval was unanimous.
Department of Education Report from Dr. Donna Poland
· Academic Year Governor’s Schools
· AYGS Directors had a meeting.  During the meeting, the directors put forward a funding formula and await approval. 
· Professional Development Opportunities
· Dr. Poland announced that she will be conferencing with the NAGC representative regarding the NAGC Micro-credential Badging courses.  She is considering implementing the Micro-credential Badging sessions for selected teachers. After the discussion with NAGC, Dr. Poland would be talking to the director of Federal Programs for the VDOE.
· NAGC Conference Update- State directors (CSDPG) met and are focusing on meeting and presenting at the World Gifted Conference in Nashville, TN. The focus of many of the sessions at NAGC were on the use of local norms during the identification of gifted students.  
· Dornswalo Wilkins- McCorey provided information about the VAGifted Seminar which was held on November 4 & 5 in Roanoke, VA.  On the first day of the seminar, Dr. Jonathan Plucker presented a keynote presentation on Excellence Gaps in Virginia. On the second day of the seminar Dr. Catherine Little, Dr. Jonathan Plucker and Jeff Lonnett provided a morning and an afternoon session for the VAGifted members.  
· Endorsement courses- Regulation changes have been approved related to the gifted education teacher endorsement.  
Charge from the Board of Education: 
· Donna Poland read the approved charge from the Board of Education (BOE): “The VACEG shall advise the Board of Education with respect to policies that promote equitable access to effective gifted programming. The VACEG shall recommend guidelines for school divisions to measure gifted student outcomes across subgroups over time, improve teacher professional development, and facilitate communication with the broader community.” 
· The recommendations from each focus area from last meeting were read aloud – comments for additions and changes to the recommendations were solicited from the group. Members then divided into their assigned subcommittees.  The subcommittees were asked to review their recommendations and begin actually writing the information that would appear in the BOE report. Subcommittees were asked to write the information for the BOE report and submit it to Dr. Poland in a Word document by January 9, 2019.

· High Quality Platforms: Acceleration and programs (Sarah Haywood and Rebecca Dangerfield)

· Accountability: Student growth (George Fohl, Kim Waite, Kimberly Tupponce, and Bob Hundley)
Reports from Members/Representative Groups 
· Sarah Haywood: York is moving to an electronic platform for referral paperwork.  It is exciting to reduce paperwork and streamline the process. Professional development for teachers of the gifted will take place in January with Dr. Elissa Brown.  She is a former director at William and Mary’s Center for Gifted Education and she will speak to teachers about ways to strengthen curriculum modifications for gifted students.  
· Rebecca Dangerfield: pass
· Kimberly Tupponce: King William County is piloting an “Equity Training” professional development of five sessions, one hour each, consisting of articles, videos, and deep discussion in a small group format.  Hamilton Holmes Middle School (HHMS) is the selected school.  The purpose is to examine our practices and reflect on different issues of equity and cultural perceptions.  
· Dr. Dara Hall: pass
· Robert Hundley: In Hanover County, Project SUCCESS piloted within 5 schools at first grade level.  This program provides activities and additional lesson planning to help teachers better identify gifted students. 
· Laura Kelly: Roanoke City Public Schools offers summer enrichment programing for ALL K-8th grade students.  Over 3,000 students participated in Reading, Mathematics, Physical Education, Art, Music, and STEAM enrichment activities incorporating the summer’s theme of Reading Takes You Everywhere, for the 6 weeks of RCPS+.  The goal for RCPS+ summer programing is to provide students with authentic learning experiences through field trips and hands-on learning activities.
· Dr. Rodney Berry: We have hosted several STEAM nights in Nottoway County Public Schools.  Our high school gifted students have been presenting STEAM lessons to our elementary school.  We have been partnering with Longwood University and they have presented STEAM activities for our students.  
· George Fohl: Chesterfield City Public Schools (CCPS) is embarking on their first year of a brand new identification process.  The school division is incorporating measures of thinking and reasoning, creativity, characteristics and behaviors (using Slocumb-Payne Teacher Perception Inventory), and other indicators in the identification process. CCPS hosted parent and teacher information sessions. 
· Dornswalo Wilkins-McCorey:  Virginia Beach City Public Schools (VBCPS) completed a six –week Supporting Emotional Needs For the Gifted (SENG) Pilot Parent Group for Emerging Scholars Initiative (ESI) schools.
