Approval of the Minutes from the October 14, 2018 Committee Meeting 

Mrs. Lodal made a motion to approve the minutes from the October 17, 2018, committee meeting.  The motion was seconded by Dr. Durán and carried unanimously.

Discussion of Committee on Evidence-Based Policymaking recommendations:
Dr. Wilson gave an overview of October 14, 2018, committee meeting in which the draft recommendations were presented and reviewed.  
Ms. Webb worked diligently to provide revisions and suggested edits that committee members requested at the October 14, 2018, committee meeting. 
The committee’s recommendations are organized into the three major areas: 1) policy development; 2) resource advocacy; and 3) administrative.

Mrs. Lodal stated that the report and recommendations present a fair summation of the work and achievements of this committee and she commended the committee for their diligent work. 
Dr. Wilson pointed to the first recommendation under Policy Development which calls for reconvening the Committee on the Standards of Quality (SOQ) to develop recommendations on resource equity.  She noted that the discussions on the SOQ, which begin in the Committee on Evidence-Based Policymaking, will continue as part of the Board’s work session following the meeting and of the SOQ committee moving forward.  
Dr. Wilson acknowledged that the committee report and recommendations are on the agenda for Board of Education Business meeting on Thursday, November 15, 2018 for the Board to consider next steps. The committee advanced this report to the Board for their consideration.
