EXAMPLE:  Positive - Eighth grade students at Top of the Hill Middle School have demonstrated over a three year period increases in the percent proficient on the English assessment and an increase in mean NCE scores on GRADE and SAT10.  This can be attributed to the implementation of the guaranteed and viable curriculum with full fidelity (as evidenced by CWT data & CPT minutes), appropriate grouping of students in tiered interventions during the day, and parent workshops focusing on strategies supporting student reading at home.
