Due to the physical closures of school buildings, we are unable to complete the in person screening at this time. When school buildings physically reopen, an in person screening will be completed to determine if your student is identified as an EL. Following the in person screening, you will receive information about your student’s screening results in a Parent Notification Letter.
To ensure that language supports are provided to assist newly enrolled students in participating meaningfully and equally in the remote learning program, a temporary identification of presumptive EL status has been made for your student. Through an informal interview, your student’s English language proficiency was discussed to determine the initial language acquisition support needed. LIEP support will be provided to assist your student at this time; changes to the level of support may occur based on formative assessments and teacher observations. 
The goal of LIEP services is to assist presumptive ELs in becoming fully proficient in English and meeting the same challenging state content standards as all other students.
