Every school division must submit State Performance Plan (SPP) and Annual Performance Report (APR) data related to Secondary Transition on Indicator 14 via a web-based portal. All divisions’ data are used to calculate state level results that are reported to the U.S. Department of Education, Office of Special Education Programs. Additionally, individual division scores are reported to the public. 

Percent of youth who are no longer in secondary school, had Individualized Education Programs (IEPs) in effect at the time they left school, and were:
Enrolled in higher education within one year of leaving high school.
Enrolled in higher education or competitively employed within one year of leaving high school.
Enrolled in higher education or in some other postsecondary education or training program; or competitively employed or in some other employment within one year of leaving high school. (20 U.S.C. 1416(a)(3)(B))
