G17-Q.  May we include additional materials as appendices to represent our program?
G17-A.  Applicants are expected to be prudent and include in the appendices only material directly relevant to the prompts in the application.

G18-Q.  February 2, 2021 is the current expiration date for the CASAS Life and Work Series in the Virginia Assessment and Distance Education Policy.  Is it fair to assume that CASAS is working on a new version/upgrade for federal approval, and that there will be an extension or “sunsetting” period of the current version?
G18-A.	VDOE will alert grantees as soon as information on this topic is available from the U.S. Department of Education. In the past when a test is discontinued or “sunsetted,” users have been allowed to use the test until the end of the program year.

G19-Q.	On the required Disclosure of Lobbying Activities federal form, how do we indicate that this is not applicable and that we do not use any federal funds for lobbying?
G19-A. 	The updated federal form, unlike the previous form, does not include a checkbox for “Not Applicable”. Please complete the form by entering “Not Applicable” into the fields for box 10.a, “Name and Address of Lobbying Registrant,” and 10.b, “Individual Performing Services.” Note that applicants should change the default checkbox under box 4 from “Prime” to “SubAwardee” and then complete that section with the address of the adult education program office.

G20-Q.	In the application, prompts 1.2.1 and 2.2.1 ask for performance data such as retention. How do we calculate a retention rate?
G20-A.	Previously funded AEFLA providers should calculate retention from the SSWS table 4 as follows: Add column totals from columns H, K, and L and then divide the sum by the total periods of participation in column J. If an applicant does not have data from the VDOE, it must provide sufficient citations and descriptions for this measure so that reviewers can determine the suitability of the data submitted.
