[bookmark: _GoBack]SUBJECT:	Implementation of Automotive Technology I, II, III (8506, 8507, 8508)

As stated in Superintendent’s Memorandum #080-13, all automotive technology programs must be accredited by the ASE Education Foundation, formerly the National Automotive Technicians Education Foundation (NATEF). In December 2017, the Virginia Department of Education convened a technical panel consisting of automotive personnel and curriculum development committees consisting of automotive instructors to review, revise, and align Virginia’s Automotive Technology I, II, III (8506, 8507, 8508) competencies with the 2017 ASE Education Foundation Standards.

Effective beginning July 1, 2018, all students who enroll in Automotive Technology I (8506) must satisfy a minimum of 280-hours of instruction to meet ASE Education Foundation accreditation standards for Maintenance and Light Repair (MLR). The new course competencies for Automotive Technology I, II, III (8506, 8507, 8508) will be available on the CTE Resource Center website.
