Get Into Energy Virginia
Consider adding the 36-week Energy and Power course, (8448/36 Weeks; 20101 SCED) in your division.  Utility companies are partnering with educators to provide this course. If you wish to offer the course, a new program application is required by the Office of Career and Technical Education. An application process with the Center for Energy Workforce Development (CEWD) is required to become an Approved Course Provider (ACP). Approved locations will be able to certify students with the Energy Industry Fundamentals certificate.  
A program may be completed with any of the following courses: Construction Technology (8431/36 weeks), Electronics Systems I (8416/36 weeks), Power and Transportation (8445/36 Weeks), Renewable Energy (8408/36 weeks),  and Sustainability and Renewable Technologies (8414/36 weeks).  The course may also serve as a complement to multiple course sequences.
You are encouraged to make this opportunity available to students for entry into high wage, high skill, and high demand careers, for example:
1. Apprentice Line worker  at an average $36,450 annually
1. Control Room Operator at an average $67,687 annually
1. Engineer at an average $85,920 annually
