SUBJECT:			Competitive Grants Available for Virginia CyberCamp 2017 

The Virginia Department of Education (VDOE) is pleased to announce the summer Virginia CyberCamp 2017 competitive grants targeted for high schools in challenged school divisions that participated in the CyberCamp Program last summer and responded to an earlier survey indicating an interest in participating in summer 2017 (Attachment A).  For purposes of CyberCamp funding, a challenged school division is considered to be those with 50 percent or more of its enrolled students who are eligible for free or reduced price meals. 

There will be a total of eight grants awarded in the amount of $10,000 each with preference given to one in each of the VDOE Superintendents’ Regions. These grants are being provided with state general funds.  Multiple school divisions may partner to offer a regional program.

The CyberCamp goals are to increase awareness of careers related to cybersecurity among high school students and to promote enrollment in cybersecurity related programs of study. High school students with an interest in cybersecurity are eligible for participation. 

Attachment B provides a description and guidelines for Virginia CyberCamp 2017. Attachment C is the competitive grant application, which is due on or before July 31, 2017.  The application requires a brief narrative (one page) and a projected budget.  Attachment D is the State Funding Allocation Expenditures Report document that is due by October 16, 2017.
