… If you come outside of the circle you have not done it correctly so you're gonna have to basically go up and then around. That'll be the first thing you have to do. Second you're gonna go around the outside of each one. If you touch the cups, they're called flags here. If you touch the cups, you have to go back and do it again because you have to pass it. Ultimately this is the finish line. 

Introduction of Governor Terry McAuliffe
…building a new Virginia economy by creating jobs in the 21st century industry. Since the start of his administration the number of jobs in Virginia has increased by nearly 200,000. Virginia's unemployment rate has declined from 5.4 percent in January of 2014 to 3.8 percent today, the lowest rate in more than nine years. That's the fourth lowest rate of any major state in the Union. We added 40 more jobs today in Pulaski County, by the way. As chairman of the National Governors Association, he made cybersecurity a signature initiative and as a result has been called the Cyber Governor of the Year. Ladies and gentlemen, the 72nd Governor of the Commonwealth of Virginia, Terry McAuliffe.

Governor Terry McAuliffe
How are you all doing? Come on up here Karen. You're all doing coding today?

Governor Terry McAuliffe
Well, this is Karen Jackson, Secretary of Technology. I want to commend you; you're all doing this CyberCamp. I got to tell you there's nothing more important, nothing makes me more excited to see you here learning cyber. As I've told everybody over and over again, we have so many cyber companies. We are number one in America today. Six hundred fifty cyber companies in Virginia, number one. The big problem we have, we can't fill the jobs. So, I need you all to get the skills to get the jobs. Right now in Virginia, we have 36,000 open cyber jobs, starting pay $88,000. Now, how would you like $88,000?  But that's it, literally 36,000 open today, and we're creating so many every single day because we have so many cyber companies. That's why we need CyberCamps. What's this the fourth year we've done it here? Third camp, great! Congratulations! You run the camps? What’s your name?  [Lincoln Whitaker]  I mean this is so important. That's why the state we have a scholarship program now. If you want to get a cyber degree, we'll pay for that.  If you will work for the state for two years, we'll pay for you to get the education. We have so many incentives for young people to get the degree in cyber, and we've moved ahead. We now have 17 Education Cyber Centers. We’re the first state in America to use the NIST framework. We’ll the first state in America to stand up with ISAO, and so we're leading. But I need you! 

Secretary of Technology Karen Jackson
Just looking at everybody, I'm so thrilled to see this many young women participating. Usually we walk in and it's a lot of guys, but it's really nice to see that the ladies are stepping up and joining. How many of you first time you've had any experience with cyber?  Everybody is doing cyber in school? 

Lincoln Whitaker, Teacher
Everyone in here with the exception of Shelly did the camp this summer.  

Governor Terry McAuliffe
Oh that's great, okay! 

Secretary of Technology Karen Jackson
Anybody planning to fill some of these jobs the Governor just mentioned? It's just exciting to be here. We're glad to be here and be a part of this. As the governor said, there's so many opportunities in cyber and you start to look at what's coming along with the Internet of things and all the devices that are being connected, it's not just about ones and zeros it's about securing devices, diabetes pumps, health care, all of those things have to be cyber secured. So you are the future of making sure that when I'm meeting a lot of those devices, I can depend on and know that somebody's not going to be able to hack in. So, just thank you for participating. I look forward to watching everybody grow and become part of the cyber workforce. 

Governor Terry McAuliffe
And we need to keep everybody safe. In Virginia last year 78 million cyber attacks, just the state, just us, not the companies just trying to get into our state infrastructure you know we have a lot of data as you know we've got personal tax return information. We got the health, we run the Medicaid program so we've got a lot of health data on education data we have a lot of personal information, so 78 million, and I used to serve as chairman of the National Governors Association. This was my big initiative to get all 50 states up to stuff so that we all are making sure that we meet those basic protocols. The good news is Virginia has been the leader, the first state to stand up a cyber commission. So we now have a template of all the other 49 states in the country but we just need to get more focus if I don't fill these jobs these companies are going to other states. We're the number one state in America on data center, the number one state today on unmanned aerial vehicles and drones. I just went up in the drone the other day, first governor to fly in a drone, a little robot. I hit a button, said takeoff and it took off.  I went eight miles out in the ocean, hit land, actually came back from land, and so, here I am. It's amazing how this all works in all this new technology. 

I just want to thank everybody here at Pulaski schools for the great work on this, it’s important.  I wish every school was doing what you're doing here with these cyber camps.  I mean it's the most important thing you can do. These jobs will never go away. They're only gonna multiply because as I say there's just a lot of bad actors out there.  You know they tried to get in our 911 system recently. You know they tried to get into our hospitals, and we get breeched regularly from national security. I mean you cannot believe every day how many companies actually are breached, and they pay the ransom. They just pay it. They just want to be left alone. This goes on every day, so the more we can secure our companies and our state and federal government. It’s important. Anybody got a question for me or the secretary.

Lincoln Whitaker, Teacher
May look like chaos, but I swear to you, its organized chaos, and they're going to do trial by error, and they're going to get through the maze. Then, after that they're going to try to get through the slalom. 

Governor Terry McAuliffe
Does everybody have the same or everyone's different? What they will try to solve?

They'll all try to solve the labyrinth, and then they’ll try to solve the slalom, and then after that if we have time, we’ll try to do the square dance.
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
