Per agreement with ACT Inc., the National Career Readiness Certificate testing is administered by Virginia’s Community Colleges.  A certificate is awarded as the “Virginia Career Readiness Certificate.”  
This certificate (VCRC) is signed by Governor McDonnell and endorsed by Virginia Workforce Council, Virginia Manufacturer’s Association, the Virginia Chamber of Commerce as well as various other Virginia businesses.


	Cost
	Standardized pricing is offered at all Virginia Community Colleges at $45.00 for the three required WorkKeys assessments of the CRC.


	Testing Procedure
	The Virginia Community College System has collaborated with ACT Inc. to utilize its standardized WorkKeys assessments which comprise the “Virginia Career Readiness Certificate.”
To earn the Virginia CRC, an individual must take three ACT WorkKeys assessments:

· Reading for Information

· Locating Information

· Applied Mathematics

To be eligible for Virginia’s student-selected verified credit option, a secondary student must score at the Bronze level of achievement (scores at level 3).
