	Cost
	Each year’s end-of-course exam is included in price of student workbooks for that particular year of the program.  If workbooks are not purchased for students, or if workbooks are used from year to year, teachers will need to purchase exam forms for each student.  A separate exam answer sheet is needed for each year of the program.  Contact sponsoring entity for curriculum and exam costs.



	Testing Procedure
	Contact Virginia’s sponsoring entity for ProStart (see contact section) to order end-of-course exams.  Staff member of sponsoring entity will come to school site and give end-of-course exams in a proctored environment.  Exams will be scored externally to school.

Teachers will need to order and take at least one of the ProStart end-of-course exams (in a proctored environment) for their students to be eligible for Virginia’s student-selected verified credit option.
