	Testing Procedure
	Student must complete the ACCESS training course at the secondary level in an ACCESS certified instructional program. 

The student is then eligible to take the written ACCESS examination as administered by the National Occupational Competency Testing Institute (NOCTI).  The examination is typically administered at the same secondary school that provides ACCESS instruction with the designated examination coordinator being the third-party proctor on record with NOCTI.
