	Testing Procedure
	Since November 14, 1994, EPA-Approved Section 608 certification is needed to service building air conditioning and refrigeration systems.  Candidates for certification must take the test under the supervision of a Chief Examiner representing an entity that is an approved certifying organization for the EPA Technician Certification Exam in accordance under Section 608 of the Clean Air Act.
