	Example Training Course from Virginia Department of Fire Programs
	Approved secondary-level Firefighting programs are generally comparable to the following course as described by the Virginia Department of Fire Programs:

Firefighter Level I
Description: An entry-level course for new firefighters. Course consists of a combination of classroom study, scenarios and modular practical experiences that will prepare the firefighter to carry out most fireground functions under the direct supervision of an officer or experienced firefighter. The scenarios are designed to train the student in realistic fireground operations.
Prerequisites: CPR. Students must be at least 16 years of age in order to complete all aspects of the course. Persons under 16 years of age can participate in classroom but are prohibited from skills.
Equip. Req: Full turnout gear and SCBA
Hours: 115 (this includes Hazardous Materials Awareness and CPR)
