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Work-based learning can happen 
inside or outside the classroom 



Examples:   

• Job shadowing for a day or a few days 
– The word “observe” is key 

• Younger students may have to be  

     accompanied by an adult  
 



Co-ops 

• Student goes to job site during class time 

• Paid or unpaid 

• Usually involves participation/ actual work 



Working in the classroom 

• Bring the job to you! 



Work-based Learning 

• Shadowing or co-ops help students learn about a job/ career 
– Do I like the job or career?  

– Can I see myself doing this? 

– What do I need to do to get this job/ career?

Advertise your class/ program 

• 2012:  Compiled list of about 80 area veterinary practices 

• Camera crew filmed class in action 

• County PR person burned DVD’s 

• Sent these with a cover letter to each practice 





Get student and parent buy-in 

• Tell success stories 

• Could even be your own story 

• You don’t have to “sell” this to most students or parents 

• It is best to start teaching about how to work in middle school 



Challenges 

• How do you fit it into school schedule? 

• Transportation 

• Age prohibitive 



Business partners 

• How do you convince them that it’s worth their while? 



Hired! 

• Many of my high school students who shadow are asked to come 
on board 



Work experience for a well-rounded student 

• Colleges are not just looking for great GPA’s 

• Those who work in the field before or during college 
are more confident and are usually ahead of their 
college classmates
