Case Study #1
[bookmark: _GoBack]Nancy got an i-Pod for her birthday.  Her good friend Denise told her about Kazaa, so Nancy went to the Internet and started downloading songs daily; she thought it was great that she could download all of her favorite songs for free. Weeks later, Nancy’s teacher assigned a project and she decided to use some of the music she downloaded from Kazaa during her presentation. She failed to add citations to her presentation.


Case Study #2 
Jayson’s teacher assigned a history paper a month before its due date.  3 weeks pass, and Jayson has been busy with work, other school assignments, and family obligations.  He wants to do well on this paper because it counts as a major test/project grade- 50%.  Jayson starts to feel the pressure because the paper is extensive and requires a great deal of time and effort to produce a good product.  He decides to photocopy pages from a host of sources that deal with his topic.  He lifts entire paragraphs from these sources and pastes them together for his paper.  He completes the assignment and cites some of the sources he used.

Case Study #3
In Ms. Johnson’s SAT class, students were given the homework assignment to look up 20 vocabulary words and then use each word correctly in an original sentence.  For the word “ornate,” Emma and Mike handed in the following sentences:
Emma’s: The dress that Stacey wore to prom was very ornate; there were thousands of small, colorful beads that were hand sewn around delicate pockets of lace.
Mike’s: The car that Jim bought was very ornate; there were small, colorful lights on the bottom of the car and a sweet paint job, done by hand, with flames down the side of the car.

Case Study #4
Kevin, Chad, and Cody are assigned to work on several group assignments together in English class.  One of their projects includes debating whether or not high school students should have to read Romeo and Juliet. They all take part in the research and combine their ideas.
There is an essay test that covers some of the information that Kevin gathered during the group’s research; Chad is struggling to remember that information.  In his head, Chad justifies that, since the three of them worked on this project together and it was a collaborative effort, it won’t be a problem to ask Kevin for a few answers.  Chad asks Kevin, and Kevin moves his arm so that Chad can see his paper; he uses some of Kevin’s exact phrases in his own essay test.
