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Peer Editing:

     Peer editing is one way to encourage young writers to attend to all of the aspects of their written piece. Students empower each other and themselves when they improve upon their written expression and eventual finished product. Skills such as grammar, usage, creating topic sentences, identifying supporting details, and paragraphing are used and reinforced during the process of peer editing. Both the author and the editor have responsibility toward the work, helping sustain a learning community.   

As educators, we want to give students more responsibility, accountability, and involvement in the learning process. Creating independent learners is the goal, and one way to approach that goal is to have students monitor their own progress through peer editing. Peer editing involves students working together to evaluate and revise each others [sic] writing. As students review the writing of their peers, they share ideas, create an atmosphere of cooperation, develop independence and responsibility, identify strengths and weaknesses in their writing and reinforce editing skills. ~ Teachersnetwork.org
