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In order to print this correctly, you must run pages front to back. That way, the columns will be correctly labeled. For example, “What are the parts or the features of…?” is an ANALYSIS prompt. “What happened after?” is a KNOWLEDGE question.
Questions are based on the Revised Bloom’s Taxonomy .

Suggested Uses:
A teacher may use the set of questions to develop good discussion and written response questions. Additionally, if printed and cut into strips, the questions can be given out (4-8 stems per person suggested) to allow students to generate questions themselves. The teacher might wish to distribute only Analysis questions if a lesson’s learning goals focus on students knowing and using analysis, for example. Within any particular category, it should be noted, the teacher can differentiate for readiness by providing questions that offer more concrete/single step questions and others that offer more abstract, multi-step questions.
