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Section 1:  “On-the-fly” Formative Assessment Tools or FATs (those that happen during a lesson)  

Edmodo.com - Face book for educators! Set up an edmodo account, and invite students. You can link quizzes to this program for formal assessments.

Remind.com - This is a free app that allows the teacher to, at the most basic, send information. If you use it as a dynamic tool, it can be a way for student communication between the teacher, as well as a way to create assignments. I’ve sent power points, assignment sheets, lessons, grammar sentences to fix, etc.

Socrative - Has a space race ability, as well as exit tickets. Can be used for instant feedback, as well as planned assessments.

Plickers.com -- Allows you to pre-plan questions or set up them up “on the fly” from a mobile device (Android and Apple platform).  Questions can be created on a computer using the online web account as well. One thing that has to happen in advance: Response cards need to be printed and distributed to students.  Cards have options for printing that allow for smaller or larger classrooms or auditoriums. Data from the assessments can be printed (and available in charts).

Section 2:  “Planned-for-Interaction” FATs (those decided before instruction)

Padlet.com - allows you to create a wall/dashboard for posting student responses. Sort of like a living poster of responses or a blog.  Students can load pictures and videos to their response. There are many ways to use this platform for the demonstration of learning, sharing books, etc. 

Mindmapping - mindmeister.com - a resource/tool for creating a class mindmap as you discuss a new writing topic or concept.  These maps can be student created, class generated, printed, and digitally shared.  

Use Google Slides to allow students to formatively assess each other. So, give each student a number and have them do something (perhaps create their own simile or write a sentence with descriptive language). Then, students can assess each other and give feedback (online or off) whether they think it’s a simile or discuss how effective the descriptive language is.

popplet.com--Kids can use their phones or computers to post responses to a question, image, etc. 

Nearpod.com - Similar to Kahoot - this site allows teachers to create interactive lessons and assessments that they can access from their phone/tablet/computer.  It allows options for multiple choice response, short answer response, or a drawing response.  Teachers can review responses on-screen and publish exemplary student responses, making them visible to all students.

Goformative.com - This site allows the teacher to see all the comments or answers from a student on one screen.  It is relatively easy for just starting out with doing formative assessments using technology.  The teacher can send individual comments to individual students.  It can do mc questions, t/f, or short answer.

Edpuzzle - add questions to videos.

Section 3:  “Curriculum-embedded” FATs (used at significant points throughout the learning process)

The Guide to Grammar and Writing-  “Contains definitions, suggestions, over 170 computer-graded quizzes, and a way to submit queries regarding grammar and usage. An award-winning Website from Capital Community College in Hartford “ .  Great for higher level 10th -12th grade students who need to catch up to grade level.  (This is renewed several times a year, and the entire site is down today, usually it stays down for no longer than 2 or 3 days).

Quizlet - student or teacher types in content (especially good for vocabulary).  Quizlet generates 5 different review activities.  With the free version, students can play the ‘games’ and share screenshots of their best scores.  Paid version allows teacher to track student progress.

Studystack - similar to Quizlet - student or teacher types in content vocabulary.  Students can then use the flashcard function to study the words.  There are also many interactive activities they can use to master the content vocabulary.

Readtheory.com - gives a diagnostic assessment and places students at a grade level based on answers to reading comprehension questions.  Students can take quizzes (passages with questions) and track their progress/growth.  Teachers can view student progress.

ClassDojo - a free app that allows teachers to reward students for their behavior and participation during the class period; students have their own emoji that they can track through an app

NewsELA.com - a free website that provides news articles from all different genres (i.e. arts, international, etc.) that teachers can either use online or print out; provides different reading levels of the same article and quizzes/questions for each topic

Vocaroo - a free online sound recording that can be emailed as a sound file

Curricula - free interactive online reading experience, teacher editable or can use what is provided for you; provided instant data

Thinglink - can take a file or a photo and add any clickable link to your document

Blogging - students can respond to questions and/or discussions to demonstrate their understanding of a topic

QRI Codes

TweenTribune - free articles that can be modified to different reading levels.

ThinkCERCA- AMAZING! - great component for persuasive writing (some pieces of this require a subscription); however, what is available, provides different perspectives on a topic with avenues for practicing critical reading and annotations.  Students are also using the text to support their responses.  Parts of this also include a focus on research skills. You can also assign different tasks to different classes/students. 

Lino - (en.linoit.com) Allows students to share their thoughts by submitting “sticky notes” to an online “corkboard.” Students can submit their thoughts and questions about the text and view each other’s ideas. 

iLeap Pick a Student - Pick A Student is a simple app designed to help teachers pick students to help or participate in class. It supports multiple different classes and various options to choose students. Choosing a student randomly will pick any student from the class, and using turn based selection every student will be picked before any student is picked again.


Flubaroo (http://www.flubaroo.com) is an "Add on" for Google Sheets that, when used together with a Google Form as an assessment, will automatically grade those assessments for you. It will even email students the results with just a few simple clicks!

Chomp Chomp (http://www.chompchomp.com/ )  is a great grammar tool to use wth the full class.  It provides worksheets for students which can be reviewed whole class, and has explanations for students who do not get the problems correct.

-Plickers: Create online quizzes and surveys to display electronically in-class, and collect student data using printed QR codes. *Only requires one electronic device (Codes are different for each student, rotate cards to choose different answers- multiple choice only! Teacher uses 1 electronic device to scan QR cards, and collect data that can be exported).  https://www.plickers.com/

Pear Deck:  Create interactive slide presentations with built in opportunities to check for understanding.

Reading Rewards: Lets you track student progress in their independent reading books as students fill in the reading log. You can give feedback and create assessment questions that they answer through the site. Also, teachers can set rewards and goals for the students as they complete the log.
