Directions: Make the following changes to the sample paper about Gabby Douglas to explore MLA 8.
 
	1
	The student’s name, the professor’s name, the course, and the date of the paper are double-spaced in Times New Roman 12-point font.
Find this on the sample paper and change the font color to purple.

	2
	Page numbers begin with page 1. The student's last name is typed before the page number on each page as a header in the top right hand corner.
 
Find and label ALL of the headers. Change the font color to red.

	3
	The title is centered and typed in 12-point, Times New Roman font. The title is not bolded, underlined, or italicized.
 
Find the title and change the font color to royal blue.

	4
	MLA requires double-spacing throughout a document. Do not single-space any part of the document or add extra spaces between paragraphs.
 
Find the double-space between the title and the first paragraph of the paper.  Highlight the title and the first line of the introduction in aqua.

	5
	In-text citations surround the quote or paraphrased information from a source. The author’s name is typed before the information and the source is typed after the information.
 Find ALL of the in-text citations within the body paragraphs and highlight in green.

	6
	Titles of large published works are italicized (books and newspapers).   Titles of small published works are punctuated with quotation marks (articles).
 
Find the title of a published work that is italicized and change the font size to 24.

	7
	The Works Cited page begins on a new page.
 
Find the Works Cited page and change the font color of the title to orange.

	8
	Center the title “Works Cited” without underlining, bolding, or italicizing it.
 
Find the title of the Works Cited page and make it bold.

	9
	The list of citations on the Works Cited page should be alphabetical by the first entry.
 
Highlight the first word of each of the citations in pink.



	10
	The first line of each citation of the Works Cited page should be flush with the margin while the second, third, and fourth lines should be indented five spaces.
 
Find one example of the indented second, third, or fourth lines one citation and highlight the entire citation in grey.
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
