Racing in the Rain Final Project
Choose ONE: Character Scrapbook or Travel Journal

Project Description
When we read novels, authors provide details about the main character through descriptive sentences, events that directly involve the character, and what other characters think and say about the main character. We call this direct and indirect characterization. To show what you know about the main character in a novel you are reading, you will create a digital or hard copy scrapbook OR a Google Tour travel journal for the character of your choice!

[bookmark: _GoBack]Think about all the kinds of mementos or souvenirs you would put in a scrapbook for the character of your choice. Or consider the kinds of photos your character would include if he or she was chronicling the events/settings of the novel. Then do some online research! Upload photographs to your account at Google Photos. Be sure to create a Works Cited page as you upload the photos. That should save you from having to figure each one out at the end. These photos will be transferred to your scrapbook or your travel journal when you are ready to begin building the project.

Overview of Project Requirements
Choice 1: “Memories” Digital or Hard Copy Scrapbook (Using Google Slides)
Your scrapbook must have at least eight two-page spreads in it plus a separate printed Works Cited page for the included photographs. (This means 16 digital pages TOTAL plus your printed Works Cited.) At the bottom of each scrapbook page, compose at least one paragraph to describe the images, souvenirs, and mementos shown in the photos. Include at least one quote from the book in each paragraph. Then put the page number on which you found the quote. Like this example from a scrapbook created by Denny (which included photos of a litter of puppies and a photo of a man who looked like a cowboy/farmer):
I found this little town called Spangle in eastern Washington. There was a huge litter of puppies there, so I decided to buy one of them. The lady who owned the puppies was nice, but her husband was mean. He went on and on at length about the differences in intelligence. But I didn't care, I chose my dog. When I picked him, the lady told me he was the pick of the litter, the sweetest and the best. Her husband wanted to keep him, so I paid extra to have him. I name him Enzo, after a famous race car driver (Stein 9-12).

Choice 2: “Take Me Away” Travel Journal (Using Google Tour Builder)
Your account must have at least 16 locations included in the digital tour plus a separate printed Works Cited page for the featured photographs.  Each location in the tour must include a location name, a “start date” and an “end date,” a photograph, and a one paragraph “introduction” to describe the photo, and an icon. Include at least one quote from the book in your introduction. Then put the page number on which you found the quote. Like this example from Google Tour created by Enzo (which included a photo of McDonald’s and several photos of snowy road conditions):
After our cold, snowy weekend in the mountains, we were more than ready to get back to Seattle. The weather was absolutely terrible on our drive home from the Methow Valley. After seven hours of grueling travel and still two hours away from Seattle in good driving weather, we stopped at a McDonald’s ad Denny purchased food for us to eat-- I got chicken nuggets-- then we pressed onward to Easton (Stein 121-124).
