Paraphrasing to Avoid Plagiarism
Notes and Guided Practice
Students will apply research techniques to paraphrase findings. 
Plagiarism is the use of someone’s ideas and words without giving the author proper credit.  One way to avoid plagiarism and its consequences is to paraphrase the information.  You will still need to cite the paraphrased information, but paraphrasing will help you avoid overusing direct quotations, which will not flow or reflect your voice. 

Read the following line from Disney’s The Lion King:
“The past can hurt.  But the way I see it, you can either run from it or learn from it.”

By changing the order of the ideas and rewording the information, you have avoided plagiarizing this line from The Lion King.  How would this look in an in-text citation?
