OBJECTIVES:

Students will identify the geographical location of France and its neighbors.

Students will identify geographical features of France, its boundaries and major cities.

Students will compare the size of France (relative to locations within the United States).

Students will be introduced to the concept of latitude and longitude.

Students will demonstrate a knowledge of the relationship of geography to culture, lifestyles and products.

Students will demonstrate awareness of how its neighbors can affect life within a particular country (i.e. France and Germany and/or the United States and Mexico).
RESOURCES/MATERIALS: 

Resources may include blank outline map (to fill in as teacher presents information), textbook and /or wall map of France, Internet access, word processing software.

PROCEDURE/IMPLEMENTATION: 

Key expressions (in French): geographical and map terminology, names of world countries and bodies of water, vocabulary for brochure components (ie. la brochure, les images, le titre, la bibliographie, les renseignements, la carte)

1. The teacher will review the concept of latitude and longitude.

2. The teacher will present (in English and French) the names of various countries and bordering bodies of water.

3. Students will complete their outline map with both English and French vocabulary items while the teacher presents the information.

4. The teacher will guide students in determining and marking the latitude and longitude of France (using a globe, textbook maps, and/or relevant Web sites).

5. The teacher will provide names of France’s mountain ranges, rivers, and major cities for students to copy.

6. Students will use their word list and accurately place the labels on their map using a globe, textbook maps, and/or relevant Web sites.

ASSESSMENT: 
Students will prepare a brochure advertising the merits of living in a particular city in France, using word-processing software, and internet resources for graphics, maps, climate, tourist attractions, festivals, historical facts, amenities, and product information.

The teacher may use the following assessment tool to evaluate this project.

Criteria and point values (total 100 points):

a. Six sided brochure answering the question “Why would I want to live in …?” 

b. Design and color scheme up to the student.

c. Brochure (tri-fold) on 81/2 x 11” paper (10 points)

d. Contents: (60 points)

ADDITIONAL COMMENTS: 
Access to the internet and computer word processing should be provided.

Teacher must be ready to assist students in writing a bibliography, using word processing software, capturing images from the Internet, and doing online research.

An oral presentation (in English) could expand this project and strengthen skills for other English Standards of Learning.  The level of French addressed can change with the brochure and oral component done in French.
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
