PROCEDURE/IMPLEMENTATION: 
1. The teacher will introduce information about Berlin and about famous people, places and events related to the city.

2. The teacher will assign each student a person, place or event in Berlin or may allow students to choose a particular topic that interests them.

3. The groups will be given time to research topics.

4. Students will prepare a poster that will present the person, place, or event.  

Criteria for the poster: 

· Between half and a whole standard poster board

· NOT a rectangular (it should be some different shape related to the theme of the poster – this forces the students to be creative)

· At least 5 colors (not including black and white)

· At least 4 illustrations, pictures, diagrams, or maps

· Text in 14 point font

· Content organized into at least 3 topics or paragraphs

· Basic information of the person, place or event

5. Students will present their posters to the class.  They are not to read from their poster.  They are to summarize what they found in their research and tell one interesting fact that they learned about the person, place or event.

6. Students may exhibit their posters in the classroom.

ASSESSMENT: 

The assessment for this activity is in two parts - poster and presentation.  The following point distributions may be used.  If you prefer a detailed rubric, visit one of the rubric sites listed in the rubric section.
Poster 100 points


Shape – 10 points


5 colors – 10 points


4+ illustrations – 20 points


Text in legible font and organized into paragraphs – 10 points


Content of Poster Text – 50 points

Presentation 100 points


Memorized – not read – 20 points


Fluent – 20 points


Loud, clear voice – 10 points


Accuracy, Familiarity with material – 50 points

This activity is based on Holt, Rinehart and Winston’s Komm mit! Level 2, Chapter 10.  However, you do not need to be using this text to do this activity. It can be used whenever you cover Berlin in the curriculum.  The poster project can also be adapted to cover any other city or region.
