OBJECTIVES:

Students will demonstrate the relationship of Latin words to their derivatives in English and apply principles of word building and analysis.

RESOURCES/MATERIALS:

Resources may include textbooks, dictionaries, Internet, and other sources with English words derived from Latin (e.g., periodicals, vocabulary workbooks, etc.).

PROCEDURE/IMPLEMENTATION:
1. The teacher will review fundamental elements of etymology.

2. Using the text of the Pledge of Allegiance, the teacher will assist the students in identifying words derived from Latin roots and formed with Latin prefixes and suffixes.


I pledge allegiance to the flag of the United States of America and to the Republic for which it stands one nation under God, indivisible, with liberty and justice for all.

3. The teacher will divide the class into small groups.

4. Each group will identify the root and affixes for all the Latin-derived words from the Pledge of Allegiance.

5. The students will provide meanings for all roots, prefixes, and suffixes.

6. The students will share their meanings with the rest of the class in order to negotiate correct meanings for the roots, prefixes, and suffixes.

7. The small groups will reorganize and develop a current definition of the Latin-derived words using the meanings of the roots, prefixes, and suffixes.

8. The groups will present their current definitions that incorporate the meanings of the roots, prefixes, and suffixes.

9. The teacher will assign to students or allow them to choose a selection from an historical document or literary piece, e.g., Preamble of the Constitution, Emancipation Proclamation, “Fire and Ice,” Crucible, or A Separate Peace. Each student should have a different selection.

10. The students, working individually, will locate and identify at least 25 Latin-derived words in the selections.

11. The students will reproduce the selection, identify the author (if applicable) and the source of the selection, and highlight in some way the 25 words chosen for this assignment.

12. The students will list the 25 chosen words and indicate their component parts, i.e., the prefix, root, or suffix, in a table format.

13. The students will write current meanings of the 25 words in their own terms and incorporate the etymological meanings of the prefix, root, or suffix.

ASSESSMENT:
The following assessment tool may be used to evaluate this activity.

Total Points:  100 pts.

1. Word Choice (25 pts.)

1 point per correctly identified word

2. Prefix, Root, Suffix Identification (25 pts.)

1 point per word correctly divided into component parts

3. Current Meaning (50 pts.)

1 point per current, correct meaning

1 point per meaning incorporating etymological meanings of the prefix, root, or suffix

4. Author and Source (-5 pts.)

-5 points for omission of the author (if applicable) or source

The teacher may choose to have students create a visual of the selection and the Latin-derived words as an additional component to the project.
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
