PROCEDURE/IMPLEMENTATION:

Key terms: do ut des (I give so that you may give.), anthropomorphism, cultural assimilation, pantheon

Key deities: Apollo, Bacchus, Ceres, Cupid, Diana, Fates, Faunus, Furies, Janus, Juno, Jupiter, Mars, Mercury, Minerva, Muse, Neptune, Pluto, Proserpina, Saturn, Venus, Vesta, Vulcan

1. The teacher will introduce the Roman pantheon to the class.

2. The teacher will introduce the ideas of do ut des and anthropomorphism.

3. The teacher will discuss notion of the sphere of influence or domain of the gods and goddesses and items or animals associated with them.

4. The teacher will assign to students or allow students to choose for themselves one god or goddess to research for a project. Every student should have a different god or goddess.

5. The students will research information on their particular deity to find both the Greek and Roman name; an illustration of the deity; the sphere of influence or domain of the deity; items or animals associated with the deity; parents, siblings, and children; and spouse or lovers. The teacher needs to remind students they will not necessarily find all the pieces of information.

6. The students will construct a mobile featuring the information found about their deity.

7. The students will gather information about the other deities from the mobiles of their classmates.

ASSESSMENT:

The following assessment tool may be used to evaluate the mobile and information gathering.

Total Points: 100 pts,

1. Originality and Creativity of Mobile (20 pts.)

2. Correct and Authentic Information on Mobile (30 pts.)

Roman and Greek Name (5 pts.)

Illustration in Color (5 pts.)

Sphere of Influence or Domain (5 pts.)

Associated Items or Animals (5 pts.)

Parents, Siblings, or Children (5 pts.)

Spouse or Lovers (5 pts.)

3. Gathering Information from other Mobiles (20 pts.)

4. Quiz or Test on Information on all Deities (30 pts.)

ADDITIONAL COMMENTS:

The teacher may want to encourage students to find more creative ways of displaying the mobile besides a clothes hanger. For example, a student may elect to use a grapevine wreath to display information about Bacchus.

The teacher may want to create a worksheet or table to help students gather the information from other student mobiles.
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
