OBJECTIVES:

Necessary materials will include brown paper or a brown paper bag, markers for drawing, cut-out computer graphics, magazine or hand-drawn pictures, labels, and clear contact paper to cover the design.

PROCEDURE/IMPLEMENTATION: 
1.  The teacher will introduce the terms Spanish, Hispanic, and Latino to students, and explain     

     the objectives of the project.  

2. Students will conduct a search online, in the community and/or in their textbook to identify the following:
· Five Spanish words commonly used in English
· An American city with a Spanish name
· Three Hispanic foods popular in the United States
· Two notable Hispanic Americans, each from a different field, which might include the arts and entertainment, government, education, science, industry, or sports
· An Hispanic holiday or custom popular in Hispanic Communities in the United States
· Two bilingual (Spanish/English) product labels.  

3. Students should assemble visuals representing ALL of the required items from #2, plus their name either in Spanish or English as teacher requests. 

4. Students will cut a piece of brown paper larger than the Spanish book by at least two inches all 

      around.

5. Students should place the assembled items in an attractive manner on the brown paper, with their name running along the spine remembering to leave the 2” perimeter blank.

6. The students will glue the items in place and may cut a piece of clear contact paper a bit smaller than the brown paper and position it on top of the design.  The teacher may choose to collect the book covers and laminate them for the students. 

7. Students will cover the book.

8. Students should be prepared to present their book cover project orally to the class identifying each item in Spanish.

MATERIALS NEEDED:  a brown paper bag or brown paper, cut-out computer graphics, magazine or hand-drawn pictures, markers for drawing, labels, clear contact paper to cover the design

INSTRUCTIONS:   

1. Using this handout as a guide, conduct research using the Internet, your textbook and/or resources in the community to identify the following

· Five Spanish words commonly used in English
· An American city with a Spanish name
· Three Hispanic foods popular in the United States
· Two notable Hispanic Americans each from a different field which might include the arts and entertainment, government, education, science, industry, or sports
· An Hispanic holiday or custom popular in Hispanic communities in the United States
· Two bilingual (Spanish/English) product labels
2. Cut a piece of brown paper big enough to use as a cover for your Spanish book.  It should be larger than the book by at least two inches all around.

3. Assemble your representations of ALL of the required items, plus your name in either Spanish or English as teacher requests. 
4.  Place the assembled items in an attractive manner on the brown paper, with your name running along the spine.  Remember to leave the 2” perimeter blank.
5. Glue all items in place.
6. Cut a piece of clear contact paper a bit smaller than your brown paper and position it on top of your design.
7. Cover your book by turning in the sides and taping the edges.
8. Prepare an oral presentation of your project to present all items to the class.
