PROCEDURE/IMPLEMENTATION:  

1. Students will choose a city of Hispanic influence from the list provided by the teacher.

2. Students will research the city to identify the following:

· The location of the city in its state/country on a map

· An historical* site from their city

· A tourist attraction from their city

· A typical food* from that city/region

· A famous person* from their city

*  In the case of the United States, this should be an example with Hispanic reference.

3. Students will cut a piece of brown paper big enough to use as a cover for their Spanish textbook.  It should be larger than the book by at least 2” all around. 

4. Students should assemble visuals representing ALL of the required items from #2, plus their name either in Spanish or English as teacher requests. 

5. Students should place the assembled items in an attractive manner on the brown paper, with their name running along the spine, and remembering to leave the 2” perimeter blank.

6. Students will glue the items in place and may cut a piece of clear contact paper a bit smaller than the brown paper, and position it on top of the design. The teacher may choose to collect the bookcovers and laminate them for the students. 

7. Students should cover the book. 
8. Students should be prepared to present their project orally in Spanish to the class in two minutes, noting the significance of the all of the items illustrated from the chosen city.
