Students will research tropical rain forests and will write news articles of five paragraphs in which they will demonstrate knowledge and understanding of a tropical rainforest, its habitats and inhabitants.

PROCEDURE/IMPLEMENTATION: 
Refer to key expressions (in Spanish): vocabulary related to the environment, nature, weather, and expressing opinions and reactions.

1.  The teacher will introduce vocabulary through vocabulary list included in this activity.

2.   Students will learn the vocabulary through practice with flashcards on the following site (http://www.classzone.com/enesp/book_3/common/unidad2/index.htm) and as appropriate in the classroom.

3.  Students will research tropical rainforests located in the Spanish-speaking world and submit a bibliography. Students will:

a. identify and describe the countries/regions in which rainforests are located in the Spanish-speaking world.

b. locate and identify at least three rainforests.  

c. describe the weather, plant life, and animal life of a tropical rainforest.

d. explain the benefits of the tropical rainforest.

e. cite some of the environmental/ecological problems associated with the rainforest.

f. describe how the inhabitants must adapt to changes in their environment.

g. propose some possible solutions to those problems.

4. Students will write a five-paragraph newspaper article in Spanish that is typed, double spaced, 12 font.

The news article must include:

a. An introductory paragraph indicating where the rainforests are located and some specific rainforests.

b. A paragraph describing the weather, plant and animal life of a specific tropical rainforest.

c. A paragraph describing benefits of rainforests.

d. A paragraph describing some of the problems and changes occurring with the rainforest.

e. A concluding paragraph expressing your reactions and possible solutions.

ASSESSMENT:
