OBJECTIVES:

Students will research and discuss Spanish art and artists.

Students will identify particular Spanish artists and painting styles.

Students will relate historical events in the artists’ lives to the content of the works. 

Students will demonstrate understanding of and will use vocabulary relating to the arts in an oral presentation in which they exchange detailed information with each other.  

RESOURCES/MATERIALS:  

Resources will include the suggested vocabulary (attachment A), chart for note-taking (attachment B), student text, the Internet, research material in the school and neighborhood libraries, class discussions and class lecture via PowerPoint presentations about Dalí, El Greco, Goya, and Velazquez.

PROCEDURE/IMPLEMENTATION:  

1. The teacher will use PowerPoint presentations or other sources to provide biographical a historical information on five Spanish painters. Students should take notes on the chart provided in this lesson. 

2. Students will conduct independent research to complete the chart. The completed chart will be submitted for a grade.

3. Class discussions will include style and themes of the Spanish painters. 

4. Students will practice and drill assigned vocabulary included in this lesson.

5. Students will submit a completed chart to the teacher for a grade prior to beginning work on the oral activity. 

6. Students will present a scene to the class in which they are engaged in conversation while at the  Prado in Madrid.  The exchange of detailed information will cover at least 3 works of art by three different Spanish painters. 

The conversation must include the following:

a. Identification of three (3) painters and the name of each painting

b. Description of paintings including style, theme and characteristics of artist’s works

c. Discussion of one biographical as well as one historical or personal event that affected the painter and his work

d. Personal opinions or preferences during discussion

ASSESSMENT:  

The assessment for this activity is in two parts - completion of chart and oral presentation.

Completion of chart – 25 points (1 point for each block of information) X 1.6 = 40 pts.

Oral presentation 30 points (using rubric)                                                 X 2    = 60 pts.

TOTAL POSSIBLE POINTS = 100

The following rubric may be used to evaluate the oral presentation.  Each category assesses an individual's performance except the last category - group’s or partners’ presentation.

ADDITIONAL COMMENTS: 

Note:  The PowerPoint presentation covers four of five painters (El Greco, Dalí, Goya and Velázquez).  Picasso is not covered, although he is listed on the students’ chart for note taking.  

Teacher-made transparencies will greatly help students to identify important facts.

The school’s art department can be a great resource for locating samples of the artists’ works.  

The teacher displays the art in the classroom during this lesson.  This display can serve as visual aids for the oral presentations.

This activity works well with the text En Español Level 2 Unidad 1 Etapa 2.

Other teachers from Fairfax County Public Schools contributed in the development of PowerPoint presentations and other parts used in this instructional activity.
