	Information Retrieval Skills

· The student will locate reference and nonfiction materials using the online catalog.

	Library Media Strategies Collaboration between the librarian and the teacher is essential for student academic achievement.

· The librarian will instruct students on the use of the table of contents, indices, pictures and charts as sources of information.

· The librarian will use a question-and-answer technique to determine if students understand where they would look for certain information such as maps, descriptions, or definitions.

· Using reference books pre-selected by the librarian, the students will participate in a “scavenger hunt” for parts of a book.  After identifying a part of the book, the students must show another person in the class how to effectively use that part to locate information.
