They also need to be aware of the power and pitfalls involved with online communications, like the lack of visual signals between people, the misuse of words and images by cyberbullies and/or criminals, and the use of propaganda or persuasive tactics.

They also need to be aware of the power and pitfalls involved with online communications, like the lack of visual signals between people, the misuse of words and images by cyberbullies and/or criminals, and the use of propaganda or persuasive tactics.
