Order of Operations
MEDIA CAMPAIGN

1. Announce to the class that the local mathematicians group has discovered that people across the United States are not using the order of operations rules correctly. They need the help of the class to design a media campaign to spread the word.

2. Brainstorm different mediums through which the students can communicate. Some possibilities are: TV news shows, TV advertisements, billboards, websites, radio, music, etc.

3. Brainstorm different points about the order of operations that need to be communicated. Ask the students questions such as: What part of the order of operations is most difficult to remember? How can we make those parts easier for people remember? 

4. Decide if you want the students to work individually, in small groups, or as a class on a specific set of mini-projects the class agrees upon in advance.

5. Have your students carry-out the plan. All plans must include a written or verbal explanation of the order of operations. All students must demonstrate their ability to communicate these rules.

6. Check on progress as the students work toward a final project, especially the writing or communicating of the order of operations.
