State Superintendent Announces $600,000 in Grants
to Upgrade Career and Technical Education Equipment

RICHMOND — Superintendent of Public Instruction James Lane today announced $600,000 in competitive grants to 16 high schools and technical centers to upgrade equipment for their career and technical education programs. Each school or technical center will receive $37,500 to purchase new equipment and to make other necessary improvements.

[bookmark: _GoBack]“Technology is ever-changing, and our career and technical education programs must have up-to-date equipment to prepare Virginia students for the jobs of tomorrow, which include opportunities in high-tech manufacturing, bioengineering, health care and skilled trades,” Lane said. “With this funding, we are making critical investments in our young people and giving them the tools and training they need to be competitive in our 21st-century economy.”

The awards, by school division, are as follows:
· Alexandria - Governor’s Health Sciences Academy at T.C. Williams High School (adult airway management trainer, hand-held capnograph digital oximeter and nursing skills manikins) 
· Alleghany County - Clifton Forge Middle School (virtual business suite) 
· Bridging Communities Regional Career and Technical Center - Governor’s STEM Academy (automated external defibrillator trainer, catheterization simulator, medical manikins and diagnostic stations)
· Charlottesville - Charlottesville Albemarle Technical Education Center (electrical simulation training and solar photovoltaic troubleshooting system)
· Cumberland County - Cumberland High School (artificial insemination and injection simulators, hydroponics system, portable ultrasound machine and virtual welder)
· Grayson County - Grayson County Career and Technical Center (integrated automotive alignment system)
· Henrico County - Hermitage Advanced Career Education Center (baby and geriatric medical manikin simulators)
· Mecklenburg County - Park View Middle School (robotics arm and conveyor belt system, welding simulator, and 3D printer and laser cutter with filtration system)
· Montgomery County - Governor’s STEM Academy at Christiansburg High School (biotechnical robotics system and high density horticulture LED grow light)
· Newport News - Warwick High School Governor’s Health Sciences Academy (3D anatomy visualization simulator and digital library)
· Richmond County - Governor’s STEM Academy at Northern Neck Technical Center– (virtual reality game design development equipment)
· Stafford County - Brooke Point High School and Mountain View High School (computer numerical control laser engraving/cutting system)

· Valley Career and Technical Center - (high-speed precision engine lathe, hydraulic rotary pipe bender, and laser cutter and engraver)
· Warren County - Blue Ridge Technical Center (industrial grade computer numerical control (CNC) system and interactive nursing skills manikin)
· Wythe County - Wythe County Technical Center (computer numerical control lathe)
· York County - Governor’s Health Sciences Academy at Bruton High School (virtual reality interactive anatomy laboratory equipment)
“CTE programs prepare students for career opportunities in fields that are important to their communities,” Lane said. “Replacing outdated equipment and purchasing technology to support instruction in new career pathways are essential for CTE programs to remain relevant and ensure that completers and graduates are ready for the 21st-century workplace.” 

The competitive grant program was approved by the 2016 General Assembly, with the first grants to schools and technical centers awarded in 2017. The grant program gives priority to challenged schools, Governor’s STEM Academies, and Governor’s Health Science Academies.
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
