StopBullying.gov coordinates closely with the Federal Partners in Bullying Prevention Steering Committee, an interagency effort led by the Department of Education that works to coordinate policy, research, and communications on bullying topics.  The Federal Partners include representatives from the U.S. Departments of Agriculture, Defense, Education, Health and Human Services, the Interior, and Justice, as well as the Federal Trade Commission and the White House Initiative on Asian Americans and Pacific Islanders.  StopBullying.gov provides information from these agencies on what bullying is, what cyber bullying is, who is at risk, and how individuals, schools, and communities can prevent and respond to bullying.

STUDENT ASSISTANCE PROGRAMS: CREATING POSITIVE CONDITIONS FOR LEARNING
For Student Assistance Programming, or SAP, to succeed in an individual school setting, it has to be adaptable in its scope and flexible in its implementation.  Virginia school divisions and their elementary, middle, and high schools vary widely in size, location, and student demographics. One school‘s workable approach may well be distinct from that of another school nearby.  This manual, developed by Virginia educators and administrators with practical SAP experience in collaboration with the Office of Student Services of the Virginia Department of Education, reflects that reality.  Divisions and their schools will find information and technical guidance they can use to craft and initiate SAP efforts they design and put to work in accordance with their needs.
