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The Virginia Department of Education (VDOE) provides a variety of resources for local educational agencies (LEA) to use in preparation for the Virginia Standards of Learning (SOL) assessments.

New resources for 2012:

· SOL Practice Items - provide examples of the new content and increased rigor represented by the revised Standards of Learning (SOL) and illustrate the new Technology-Enhanced Item types for the mathematics, reading, science, and writing SOL tests. 

· Teacher Direct - provides a way to share new instructional resources created by VDOE staff as well as make teachers aware of professional development and grant opportunities, and other information of special interest to teachers and their students. 

Essential Questions 
1. How has the division leadership team (including principals of focus/Tier III schools) shared this information with teachers?  

2. What plan is in place to ensure that teachers assigned to focus/Tier III schools are exposing their students to SOL Practice items?

3. How will the division liaison follow-up with the division leadership team regarding use of the SOL Practice items with focus/Tier III schools?
Focus and Tier III school principals and their division leadership teams will need to complete the following tasks prior to January 2013:

·  Administer the adaptive reading assessment  (focus schools only); 
·  Develop tasks for the school- and division-level improvement plans;

·  Identify Tier 2 and Tier 3 mathematics students using the LEA-developed process; and 

·  Identify the tiered, differentiated intervention programs in reading and mathematics that will be used with the Tier 2 and Tier 3 students.

Essential Questions 

1. What is the progress of the school- and division-level plans?

2. How have the division-level experts in mathematics, reading, special education, and ELL been involved in assisting the teams with development of tasks?

3. How is the division leadership team ensuring that the focus/Tier III schools have a tiered, differentiated intervention program to meet the needs of identified Tier 2 and Tier 3 students?

4. How will the division liaison follow-up with the division leadership team regarding implementation of the selected Tier 2 and Tier 3 interventions at the focus/Tier 3 schools?
