Suggested Lesson Components

for Teaching In Extended Mathematics Periods

NOTE: No single classroom activity should be greater than 15-20 minutes in length.

Warm-Up/Review
Warm-Up/Review includes activities that review or apply previous content.  Activities might include:

· providing feedback on homework,

· reteaching,

· reflecting on learning through writing, and/or 

· answering “problem of the day” or cumulative review questions.

Anticipatory Set

The anticipatory set engages students and introduces the concept being taught during the current class period.  The anticipatory set should grab students’ attention and provide relevance and motivation.

Activities to Promote Concept Development

Students should be actively engaged in relevant, interactive, and exploratory activities to develop and solidify understanding of the concept.  Activities might include: 

· student/teacher use of manipulatives 

· modeling of examples

· class discussion involving higher-order questioning

· explorations through labs/experiments/data collection

· student practice with immediate feedback (guided practice)

· partner/group activities (cooperative learning)

· appropriate use of technology (software, calculators, video, etc.)  

Activities for Practice and Reinforcement 

Students should be actively engaged in guided and independent practice focused on reinforcement of understandings and skills.  Teachers can meet with small groups to provide remediation and/or enrichment while others are involved in activities.  Activities might include:

· whiteboards

· games

· journal writing

· guided practice

· independent practice

Closure

Closure provides a way for students to reflect on and summarize the day’s learnings.
