	Change in Placement for Students with Disabilities (IEP required)

	2
	Home-based Instruction with face-to-face teacher contact (IEP required).  Home-based Instruction as defined in 8VAC20-81-10

	3
	Virtual Learning Programs with a licensed virtual teacher

	5
	Alternative Hours of Attendance with face-to-face licensed teacher contact

	6
	Graded Work Provided without face-to-face teacher contact

	7
	Other Instructional Programs with face-to-face licensed teacher contact that have been established within the student’s home school or at another location.  Does not include virtual.

	8
	Other Instructional Programs without face-to-face licensed teacher contact that have been established within the student’s home school or at other locations.  Staffed by paraprofessionals or other non-instructional personnel.

	9
	Home Educational Services - Serving School 9991
Instruction provided virtually or in-person.  This is a temporary placement/serving school only for the duration of the investigation, and it should be reevaluated once the investigation concludes.
  
· Serving school code 9991 may be used when a student is awaiting the outcome of a law enforcement investigation related to being charged with a crime in the community, as defined by SBAR code BESO18.

Note:  This instruction support code could be considered for purposes other than BESO18 if approval has been granted by the Virginia Department of Education.
