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VDOE monitors data on violence and criminal acts in schools to identify schools in need of technical assistance to improve safety and create climates conducive to teaching and learning. Schools at risk of being identified as “persistently dangerous” under the federal Elementary and Secondary Education Act (also known as No Child Left Behind) are monitored in an effort to address and correct those areas posing risks within the schools.
The incidents to be used as measures for determining persistently dangerous public schools are those violent crimes and offenses against a person and the possession of drugs with intent to distribute or sell, all designated as felonies in the criminal section of the Code of Virginia (Title 18.2). 
These incidents are classified into three categories, according to degree of harm. To be identified “persistently dangerous,” a school would have experienced:
· One or more Category I incidents, and/or 
· Exceeded its annual point threshold for Category II and Category III incidents for three consecutive years.

8VAC20-730-20. Unexcused absences, intervention process and responsibilities.
Subsection B states:
Each local school board shall develop procedures to ensure that appropriate interventions will be implemented when a student engages in a pattern of absences less than a full day, the explanation for which, if it were a full-day absence, would not be deemed an excused absence.
As a result, exclusionary discipline sanctions (CR, ISS, STS, LTS, EXP) are in conflict with 8VAC20-730-20 and should not be used as an administrative response for the following SBAR behavior codes:

BAP4: Unexcused tardiness to class.  Use this behavior code when a student has established a pattern of tardiness, as defined by the school division, which contributes to truancy.  

BAP5: Unexcused tardiness to school.  Use this behavior code when a student has established a pattern of tardiness, as defined by the school division, which contributes to truancy.  

BSC24: Leaving school grounds without permission.  

BSO15: Student is not going to class as assigned. Use this behavior code when a student has established a pattern of non-attendance, as defined by the school division, in a class or classes (skipping).

BSO16 (Student is in an unauthorized area of the campus) may be used when the behavior is NOT related to a pattern of school or class attendance or non-attendance.  ISS or CR may be used as discipline sanctions.
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
