No Kid Hungry’s Free Meal Finder Background
When Share Our Strength launched the Free Meal Finder service nearly a decade ago, no other national tool highlighting all summer meal service sites open to families was available. The USDA now has a more detailed map and hotline, highlighted above.
Given the recent expansion of summer nutrition opportunities, the existing service could not keep up with communicating all this information without significant financial considerations. Share Our Strength wants to ensure that families have accurate information about meal sites. As the meals program grows more complex with the inclusion of various non-congregate models, Share Our Strength received feedback from many sponsors, that local communication around details of the program were often more accurate and helpful for families. 
For nearly a decade, Share Our Strength’s Free Meal Finder service connected hundreds of thousands of families with information on free meal sites and benefit options. Through this tool and Share Our Strength’s commitment to data integrity, Share Our Strength saw authentic consumer, champion, and media engagement.
