The Virginia Local Food Tracking Tool assists SFAs and community sponsors by reporting data on all local food purchased between July 1, 2024-June 30, 2025. The Virginia Department of Education, Office of School and Community Nutrition Programs, uses the Tracking Tool to evaluate year-to-year local procurement, target training, and provide technical assistance based on reported data.
Virginia SFAs and community sponsors are encouraged to complete and submit the 2024-25 Virginia Local Food Tracking Tool by August 1, 2025, at 5 p.m., via email to Sara.Hazan@doe.virginia.gov. Sponsors with no local purchases are also encouraged to complete the Tracking Tool.
