The school year 2025-2026 school nutrition programs (National School Lunch Program, School Breakfast Program, Special Milk Program, and Afternoon Snack Program) application opens in SNPWeb on May 12, 2025, and is due by July 1, 2025, at 5 p.m. 
SY 2025-26 claims for reimbursement cannot be paid until the application is approved by the Virginia Department of Education, Office of School and Community Nutrition Programs.
Optional Training Webinar for Completing the Application
[bookmark: _Hlk135378350]The VDOE-SCNP encourages school nutrition directors to attend the optional training webinar on Thursday, May 22, 2025, at 2 p.m., to assist SFAs with completing the SY 2025-26 application. Attendees must register in advance for the webinar. After the training, the webinar recording and slides will be available in the SCNP Training Hub in Virtual Virginia.
Actions Required
SFAs participating in the NSLP, SBP, SMP, and ASP must complete the annual application packet in SNPWeb by July 1, 2025, and:
· Attach all required addendums and documents to the application’s Attachments List:
· Free and Reduced-Price Policy Statement.
· Addendums to the Permanent Agreement if participating in FFVP, CEP (base year), SSO, or other Provisional Options (base year), as applicable.
· Certifications Regarding Lobbying and Debarment (signed by the superintendent).
· FFATA Reporting form.
· Required for all private schools and RCCIs.
· Submit the form and a screenshot of your organization’s Unique Entity Identifier (UEI) in SAM.gov.  
· Paid Lunch Equity Tool for SFAs charging students for school meals (more information coming soon in an upcoming SCNP Director’s memo).
Required Addendums to the Permanent Agreement
The following addendums (located in SNPWeb Download Forms) to the permanent agreement must be included in the application’s Attachment List section:
· The Free and Reduced-Price Policy Statement:
· Must be signed by the school division’s school nutrition director.
· Required for all sponsors operating the NSLP, SBP, ASP, SSO, and SMP sponsors offering free milk only.
· Both pricing and non-pricing SFAs must upload this signed form.
· The SSO addendum, if applicable.
· The Fresh Fruit and Vegetable Program addendum, if applicable.
· The Provision 2 and Community Eligibility Provision (CEP) addendums are required for SFAs in their base year of the provision.
Adult Meal Price Guidance
The USDA-FNS Instruction 782-5 Rev.1 specifies that SFAs must, to the extent possible, ensure that federal reimbursements, children’s payments, and other non-designated nonprofit food service revenues do not subsidize program meals served to adults. Instructions for calculating adult meal prices can be found in SNPWeb Download Forms. SFAs must use the 2024-25 NSLP and SBP reimbursement rates when calculating adult meal prices for SY 2025-26.
