[bookmark: _Hlk198277523]SUBJECT: Information on the Full-Year Continuing Appropriations and Extensions Act, 2025 and Effect on Child Nutrition Programs
[bookmark: _Hlk198277470]The Full-Year Continuing Appropriations and Extensions Act, 2025 (Public Law 119-4) provides guidance on certain provisions that impact the USDA Child Nutrition Programs, including:
· Crediting vegetables at Breakfast.
· Prohibition on the Use of Chicken and Seafood from China. 
· Compliance with Paid Lunch Equity (PLE) Requirements.
Crediting Vegetables in SBP
The 2025 Appropriations Act extends the 2024 provision that allows SFAs to credit any vegetable offered in place of fruit without including vegetables from other subgroups in the weekly menus. This remains in effect for the remainder of school year 2024-2025. 
Starting in SY 2025-26 (consistent with current SBP requirements at 7 CFR 220.8(c)(2)(ii)) schools must offer at least two vegetable subgroups at breakfast per week, if offering vegetables in place of fruit at breakfast more than once per week. 
The VDOE-SCNP encourages SFAs to include a variety of vegetables at breakfast when using this optional menu planning flexibility to expose children to the nutrients that come from a variety of vegetables.
Prohibition on the Use of Chicken and Seafood from China
The 2025 Appropriations Act extends the 2024 provision that funds from NSLP, SBP, CACFP, and SFSP may not be used to procure raw or processed poultry or seafood products from the People’s Republic of China. This prohibition remains effective through September 30, 2025. 
Compliance with PLE Requirements
SFAs that had a negative balance in the nonprofit school food service account as of June 30, 2024, are required to establish a price for paid lunches. An SCNP Director’s Memo with more information on PLE requirements for SY 2025-26 is forthcoming via the Virginia Education Update Newsletter Article.
